
 

 
 
 

 
From Hilo Airport to Onekahakaha: Leave airport and take a right at the light 
onto Kanoelehua/Hwy 11.  At the next light take a right onto Kalanianaole.  Go a 
mile or so until you see a sign for Onekahakaha Beach Park.  Take a left into 
Onekahakaha.  We are on the left just before the yellow gate. 
 
From Hilo Airport to Pana`ewa Ag Farm: As you leave the airport, take a left at 
the light.  Go down the main road for approximately 5 miles.  Look for signs with 
arrows that say “Ho`ea Ea”.  Take a left on Ikaika which eventually turns to the 
farm driveway. 
 
From Onekahakaha to UH Hilo: Leave Onekahakaha, take a right onto main 
road/Kalanianaole.  Go to the second light and take a left onto Manono.  Stay on 
Manono through 5 lights.  (Manono changes to Kawili during this time)  After the 
5th light, (which is at Kapiolani) take a right into UH Hilo.  As you drive in take a 
left in the parking lot and drive past theater, towards library.  Park. 
 
From UH Hilo to Pana`ewa Ag Farm: Leave the Parking lot and take a left onto 
Kawili.  At the third light take a right onto Kilauea.  Stay on Kilauea until the 
second light.  Take a left onto Kawailani.  Go one block and at the light take a 
right onto Hwy 11/Kanoelehua.  Hwy 11 becomes a divided highway.  Stay on 
Hwy 11 for several miles until you see the first sign for Hoea Ea.  Be in the left 
hand lane.  At the second Hoea Ea sign take a left onto Ikaika.  When you cross 
the other side of the highway you will be entering the farm.  Registration will be 
on the right when you see the first buildings. 
 
From Pana`ewa Ag Farm to Uncle Rodney’s at Pana`ewa Park: Go right out 
of the farm and back to Hilo.  At the light at the intersection of Kaneolehua/Hwy 
11 and Puainako turn right (at Blockbuster).  Take your second right onto 
Ohuohu.  Go a couple blocks and you’ll come to a stop sign.  Go through the 
stop sign and then take your first right onto Noeau. Uncle Rodney’s is there on 
the right. 
 
From Uncle Rodney’s to the Airport: Take a left onto Ohuohu, then a left onto 
Puainako.  Take a right at the light onto Kaneolenua/Hwy 11.  Go through 3 lights 
and you will see signs for the airport.  Take a right onto the airport access road.
